· Practitioners in the cultural sector who wish to acquire an accredited qualification that is directly linked to the activities that they are engaged in.

· Places will be available under the APEL (Accreditation of Prior and Experiential Learning) scheme. 

Applicants wishing to be considered for this programme should complete an application form and submit a detailed curriculum vitae and references. Applications will be considered by the programme team using the above criteria. Candidates may be invited for interview.
English Language requirements

Applicants whose prior education has not been undertaken through the medium of English must satisfy minimum language requirements of the Institute.
