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MA in Broadcast Production (Radio & Television)

Commencing Sept/Oct 2009
What is the MA in Broadcast Production for Radio and Television?
The MA is a full-time production-centred programme, running from September to May with a work placement during the summer months.  It will be of particular interest to graduates who wish to study  media and communications through the acquisition of practical skills and experience in radio and television broadcasting.  The programme is designed to equip students with a range of skills appropriate to professional practice in radio and television production, including specialist areas such as programme research and production funding.

What will I be able to do when I graduate?

On completion of this programme, students will have acquired the following:

· Creative and technical production skills specific to radio and television broadcasting

· A portfolio of production projects (such as news, current affairs, magazine and chat shows)

· A knowledge of a range of professional production roles specific to radio and television

· An expanded network of professional contacts in radio and television

· Understanding of new production contexts (including online and interactive media)

· A range of transferable skills in areas such as project management and production teamwork.

What are the entry requirements?

· A primary honours degree at 2.2 standard or higher in any discipline, or suitable equivalent

     and

· A portfolio of work to include any written work undertaken (short stories; newspaper/magazine features or news stories; a proposal for a radio or television programme; student/school magazine contributions; any recordings you may have of radio/tv work – if any) which demonstrate an interest in, and aptitude for, radio and/or television production.

Applicants who do not meet the academic entry requirements but can demonstrate professional experience at an advanced level (within the field of broadcast/radio and television production) may also be considered for admission in exceptional circumstances.

What are the fees?

Fees for this MA in Broadcast Production (full-time), inclusive of all registration costs, are €6,500.
