Life Drawing Beginners Date 8th June 2009               - Ref: SS23
Life Drawing Mixed Abilities Date 29th June 2009    - Ref: SS24
These courses will provide students with comprehensive instruction in the basic skills of drawing the figure through observed study, responsive drawing and gestural expression. It will also help students to develop individual approaches to life drawing and as the course evolves, drawing techniques will strengthen. 

Advanced Drawing Date 6th July 2009 - Ref: SS19
This course using the figure is designed as an advanced programme to extend drawing and mixed media skills.  The aim is to develop a personal vocabulary and learn an individual approach to visual research.  Using the life model as a source, the student will be encouraged to experiment with media and develop basic visual grammar.  This course will advance the understanding of drawing in the widest possible context.

These courses are suitable for beginners, improvers and experienced artists who are starting to paint in this medium or who have already attended a beginner’s class and those who are comfortable working with Oil/Acrylic. Returning students will develop their own personal approach to still life subject matter while learning the fundamentals of painting and will explore the medium of paint. Students will be encouraged to develop their own personal style, and choice of subject matter. Students who have covered the programme previously will be helped to develop their studies at their own pace.

Digital Photography Beginners Date 22nd June 2009              - Ref: SS3
Digital Photography Intermediate Date 29th June ‘09            - Ref: SS6
Digital Photography /Photoshop Date 6th July 2009                - Ref: SS25
These courses are aimed at those who want to get more from their digital camera. Initially, students will learn basic camera controls and picture taking. As students become more comfortable with their cameras, they will be assigned specific types of photographs to take (e.g. portraits, landscapes, etc). 

The second part of the course will be computer based, with students being introduced to Adobe Photoshop (retouching and manipulating images). They will also learn how to scan, print and save images to CDs. A review session will be held during each class where everyone will present photographs they have taken. By closely studying the photographs they have taken, students will improve their photographic skills.

Watercolours Date 13th July 2009 - Ref: SS18

This course will explore the basic nature of the medium, composition and colour through the exploration of various techniques for the making of landscape or still life paintings. Each session is supported by a practical demonstration. The class will consist of students of mixed abilities.
Creative Writing (Half Day) Date 13th July 2009 - Ref: SS9
This workshop offers each individual a key to understand the writer in themselves. It introduces some ‘ways in’ to writing that stir both memory and the imagination and invites participants to develop their own creative powers and to find a voice for what can’t be said. The workshop offers structures and space for writing and a warm and constructive environment for feedback on the work as well as a chance to explore and extend ideas of what a poem or story might be through the reading of a diverse range of voices and styles. 

Core topics: 

Depending on the interests of the group the workshop focuses on poetry and prose. Where poems and stories are introduced they reflect on the nature of writing and the creative process.
